* He identified the Jewish religious leaders as
God’s enemies.

ROMANS 1

» Sinners suppress the truth that they know in
their hearts because they're wicked (18).

» God's creation clearly reveals His power
and divine nature (20).

» They foolishly refuse to honor God or be
grateful to Him & lose what light
(understanding) they do have (21).
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ROMANS 1

* When they persist in their foolish denial of

God (elevating humans & animals instead),
God gives them what they are asking for—
a lie instead of God'’s truth (22-25).

» They go from self-deception to being

blinded to the truth by God Himself!

Ps.14.1—The fool says in his heart,
“There is no God.”

SEEING GOD AS CREATOR

Reminds us that God has a purpose for
everything and everyone He has made.

Fills us with awe at His power, control, and
orderliness.

Makes us grateful for His provision and
protection.

Humbles us and makes us eager to obey
and honor Him.
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
