* Shobi the son of Nahash from Rabbah, an
Ammonite—apparently a prince, brother of David
Hanun (the king of the Ammonites who
humiliated David’s emissaries & started a war Joab—Abishai—lttai
with David, 2 Sam. 10:1-4)

e Machir the son of Ammiel from Lo-debar—the
man who had taken care of Mephibosheth (9:4)
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Absalom’s “head caught fast in the oak” (18:9).

Deuteronomy 21:22-23 Absalom—Under God’s Curse
« 22“f anyone is found guilty of an offense » The one who dishonors his father or mother is
deserving the death penalty and is executed, cursed (Deuteronomy 27:16).

and you hang his body on a tree, 23 you are not
to leave his corpse on the tree overnight but are
to bury him that day, for anyone hung on a tree is
under God'’s curse.

* The one who sleeps with his father’s wife is
cursed (Deuteronomy 27:20).
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Absalom’s Sins Worthy of Death

 Failure to honor his father (Exodus 20:12)

» Having sex with his father’s concubines
(Lev. 20:11)

» Treason against the king, the Lord’s anointed
(Exodus 22:28)

e Murder of Amnon (Numbers 35:30)

They “erected over him a very great
heap of stones” (2 Samuel 18:17).

He predicted
Absalom’s death in the prophecy of
Nathan about the consequences of
David’'s adultery and murder.
