1 Samuel 13:1 (Christian Standard Bible)

ÅSome time passed. Davidôs son Absalom 
had a beautiful sister named Tamar, and 
Davidôs son Amnon was infatuated with her.



ÅDeut. 27:22 Cursed is he who lies with his sister, 

the daughter of his father or of his mother.

ÅLev. 20:17 If there is a man who takes his sister, 

his father's daughter or his mother's daughter, 

so that he sees her nakedness and she sees his 

nakedness, it is a disgrace; and they shall be cut 

off in the sight of the sons of their people. He 

has uncovered his sister's nakedness; he bears 

his guilt.
