Definition of Burden:

The prophet called his news a “burden” (Zech. 12:1).

The Hebrew term is שָּׂ֥א   ,massa (“pronouncement”) מַ

which describes oracles concerning future events.

In this case, the massa foretells Israel’s experience

in the Day of the Lord and, specifically, the Gentile

powers’ global attack on Jerusalem…



It's Not Just a Passing
Glance
In Hebrew, the word for “look” is v’hibitu (ּו בִּ֥יט  הִ (וְ

which carries the idea of looking with trusting hope

and longing.

It is the same word used in the incident of the

bronze serpent found in Numbers 21.
